Matters Arising
Back Lanes

SM contacted Brendan Frankgate at the GCC re: Back Lanes. He agreed to meet with Scott and Stephen Lamb to discuss how we could progress the back lanes pilot project and potentially unlock further funding. 

Kevin Kane had forwarded to the committee the latest correspondence and meeting minutes from the ongoing discussions re: traffic management. SM agreed to set up a separate meeting with Scott Downie to discuss these issues further.

Hedges

SM contacted Willie Thorne to discuss a possible hedge maintenance day. He said the council will provide boxes to gather clippings for recycling.

LMo suggested coupling this with the council's new War On Litter campaign, details of which had been published in this week's Evening Times and online at www.cleanglasgow.com

SM and MM reported cutting a couple of hedges this month and that overgrown hedges weren't currently a problem in much of the area. However, it is clear that some will need cutting back in the summer. SM suggested instead of a direct letter to individual households re hedge-cutting that it be printed on the reverse of the flyers for the coffee break.

Balance at bank after unpresented charges is £1,685.41. The only invoice outstanding from the last newsletter is Remedy's.

Lynne has received a response from the OSCR. They are satisfied with the proposed constitutional changes and agreed that we will be eligible for charitable status. They require a signed copy of the constiution and once received we will be placed on the charities register and then given a charity number by the Inland Revenue. It is vital that the AGM approves the constitution and is quorate.
