Welcome and Apologies

2.
Matters Arising
Queens Park Users' Group

Kevin Kane had contacted MM to pass on the minutes of the latest QPUG meeting. These have been posted on the website. KK was concerned that the Strathbungo Society didn't have a current representative in the group. Unfortunately their meeting date clashes with ours, which makes things problematic. However, it was agreed that we would like to know more about the QPUG and be kept up-to-date with developments. Matt will ask KK to introduce us to a contact within the group so that meeting minutes can be posted on the Bungo website.

Land Services meeting

Stephen Lamb and Scott Mackay met with Jamie Rohan and Scott Downie of Land Services on 8/3/07.

They discussed the roads in depth. The tone of the meeting was positive but it was felt by the council that the problems faced in Strathbungo were insignificant in terms of the wider roads policy of the council. Counclusions were:

· They will help with launching a 20's plenty scheme, however SL and SM raised concerns about hard landscaping and stated that our survey of residents revealed mix feelings about the scheme. It was felt that it would not be a worthwhile investment.

· LS were against the idea of painted parking bays on NRd as they felt it would reduce rather than increase the amount of parking. Each bay would be 5m x 2.5m. JM queried how they could know this without surveying the road? It was also felt by other NRd residents on the committee that it may reduce some parking spaces, but mainly ones where cars were parked illegally anyway - too close to junctions for example.

· LS were happy to close certain lanes to traffic and felt this would be fairly simple but would need to consult with those residents directly affected - mainly on RPS and MP. The lanes proposed for closure to traffic are both lanes leading between RPS and NRd.

· The council WILL paint double yellow lines on the corners of junctions leading to Moray Place and replace the missing Give Way sign on RPS/MP. They are looking into evidence of the past existence of the no right turn sign onto Moray Place at Nithsdale Rd.  If they find evidence there was once a sign, they will consider reinstating it.

· LS will also consider altering the traffic islands at NRd/MP and raising the kerb to make it harder to access MP from NRd,

· They will not help or assist with the back lanes project.

It was agreed by all that we need to consult more widely on this. LM suggested making it a key part            of the AGM and the issues should be voted on there.

SM mentioned, on a separate point, that the fire service had been seen measuring the squares recently, presumably to assess access.

ACTION: Issues to be voted on put on AGM flyer and publicised. Consider LS rep as speaker.

3. Finance
Balance at bank after unpresented charges is £1,751.41. LM had received a cheque from Remedy for £50. The OSCR has acknowledged their most recent correspondence and confirmed that we will propose amendments to the constitution at the AGM on 21st May 2007.

SM has an invoice for Lynne for photocopying the SS notes on the roads scheme. MM has a further £5 donation for hedge cutting and JM has £15 from the sale of Christmas cards. SM agreed to store the remaining Christmas cards until next year.

LM had a first draft of the newsletter. It will be online by 26/3/07. Print edition should be out by end of the same week. 

She also announced that she is expecting a baby on 31st August - around the time that the newsletter reviewing BITBL is published with the all-important "thank yous" to sponsors. She is hoping to find an acting editor among the committee to assist her on this issue and to oversee the final stages of newsletter delivery - getting final drafts to the printer etc. JM suggested that a lot of work on the newsletter could be done in advance and LM pointed out that it was one of the easier issues to edit as the bulk of it was pictures and thank-yous.

Website

MM has now officially launched the website. There was a plug for it in G41 and a front-page article in the Strathbungo News. Since the site relaunched we've had 857 separate visits and 3,000 hits - which means the typical visitor looks at 3-4 pages when they visit. The most popular area is the photo gallery. The Talkback section is well viewed but not well used. LM suggested offering a free Bungo bag to the month's best comment to encourage people to use the website more. JM has pictures of the last clean-up day to be posted online.
